COMPETITION GUIDELINES

Each participating high school can enter five pieces of artwork.
A 2006 Entry Form should be attached to each piece of art submitted for consideration.
Artwork, when framed, can be no larger than 30” high x 30” wide x 4” deep.
The deadline for submission of artwork is Friday, March 31, 2006.
All compositions must be original and may not violate any U.S. copyright laws.
An artist may not copy from another’s photographic rendering.
Effort must be made to understand and avoid offensive subject matter.

Only two-dimensional, frameable artwork will be accepted.

Acceptable art categories include:  Paintings, Drawings, Collages, Prints, Computer Generated Art, Mixed Media, and Photography.
JUDGING

Judging will be quantified numerically in the categories of Composition, Craftsmanship, Theme Interpretation, Concept, and Originality by Arts Professionals from the local community.

WASHINGTON DC
The winning piece will hang in the Capitol Cannon Tunnel for one year along with winning pieces from all participating Congressional districts across the nation. 
The first place winner from the 2nd Congressional District in Michigan will be invited to Washington DC (at their own expense) for the ribbon-cutting ceremony on Wednesday, June 28, 2006 to open the national showing of the Congressional Art Competition, An Artistic Discovery.[image: image1.png]
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
